V. (6) If You, O Lord, should mark iniquities, Lord, who could stand? But there is 
forgiveness with You.

Tone 4 (for St. Charitina) (As one valiant among the martyrs) 
 

As the namesake of joy, you passed over with joy 
to the heavenly bridal-chamber, O most honored one. 
There, since you indeed endured the painful torment of fire 
and the tearing out of all your teeth and nails , 
you desired to reach your dwelling place,// 
O athlete Charitina, greatly-suffering virgin martyr.

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You broke the jaws of the lions, O greatly-suffering one, 
as you endured the breaking of your own jaw. 
You valiantly bore the tearing out of your nails,
