Alleluia!

Because He inclined His ear to me, therefore I will call on Him as long as I live.
(Ps. 114:2) (Refrain)

The snares of death encompassed me; the pangs of Sheol laid hold on me; I
suffered distress and anguish, then I called on the Name of the Lord.
(Ps. 114:3-4a) (Refrain)

Gracious and righteous is the Lord; our God is merciful. (Ps. 114:5) (Refrain)

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever, and
unto ages of ages. Amen.
